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	The Queen’s funeral was watched by an estimated 4.1 billion people.  The total world population is under 8 billion.  More than half the people on our globe watched the funeral.  To put that in perspective, the Super Bowl was watched by an estimated 200 million people worldwide.  The Queen’s funeral was easily the most watched event in world history making the most watched event an Anglican liturgy.  I won’t claim that the pomp and circumstance or the cute children were not a draw, but it was still a positive showing for our communion.  Just a few days earlier, I led an interment on a beautiful farm using many of the same prayers that were said for Queen Elizabeth.  Whether we live on a farm or in a castle, God loves us all the same, and those precious prayers, whatever the translation, have been spoken for centuries.  They are a great comfort to us and half the world got a peak into what we do.  I do not need to tell this congregation about the power of prayer, but I am glad that so many had a chance to pray along.
